Cougar Crew Family Wellness -- Reminders from Mrs. Beer
As we enter the winter months, I wanted to share some reminders about wellness and our school
policy. We truly love having every student at school, every day, but there are times when we prefer
students stay home to help alleviate the spread of illness.

Students who have had a fever over 100.4 degrees Fahrenheit, unless advised differently by the
CDC or IDPH, in the past 24 hours should remain at home until they are fever-free for 24 hours
without medication. A child with a fever may be contagious and should remain at home.
Students who have been vomiting or have had contagious (viral or bacterial) diarrhea must
remain home until they are 24 hours without an episode.
